2023 yilinin Ekim ayinda baslayan Gazze Savasi’’nin ardindan, Filistin’in ylzlestigi
somirgeci siddet ve mekansal yikima yonelik kapsaml ve kiiresel dlgekte butiincil bir
yaklasimin her zamankinden daha acil oldugu agik¢a goriilmustir. Bu savasin etkileri, 6zellikle
savas sonrasi yeniden insa, toplumsal iyilesme ve Filistin halkinin devlet kurma, adalet arayisi
ve Ozglr bir Filistin devletinde yasama hakki miicadelesi alanlarinda, gelecek kusaklarin
yasamini derinden sekillendirecektir.

Bu kitap, Filistin’in isgalinin “anatomi”sini anlamak ve mekansal sémdurgeciligin ¢ok katmanli
etkileriniincelemek isteyen akademisyenler, arastirmacilar ve tim ilgililer igin saglam bir temel
olusturma cabasiyla ortaya cikmistir. Farkl yazarlarin katkilariyla kitap, israil’in yerlesimci-
somiurgeci projesinin Filistin’in mekansal, toplumsal ve kiltirel dokusu Uzerindeki yikici
etkilerini ele almakta ve bu sirecin glindelik yasama nasil sirayet ettigini tartismaktadir. Dort



ana eksen etrafinda yapilandirilan kitapta; (1) mekansal isgalin anatomisini inceleyen
¢alismalar, (2) Gazze Seridi’ndeki yikim ve yeniden insa sireglerini ele alan arastirmalar, (3)
somirgeden arindirici ve canlandirici/ihya edici mekansal pratikleri tartisan katkilar, ve (4)
umut, direnis ve kolektif hafizayi glglendiren alternatif gelecek senaryolarini gelistirmeye
odaklanan yaklasimlar ele alinmasi planlanmaktadir. Bu yoniyle Umut Mimarhgi, hem isgalin
mekansal siddetini goriinir kilmayr hem de mimarligin ve mekansal Uretimin Filistin’in
ozglrlesme miicadelesindeki donistlirtici potansiyelini tartismayl amacglamaktadir.

Filistin’”de mimarlik ve sehir planlamasi, uzun zamandir isgalci devletin yerlesimci-somiirgeci
politikalarinin bir araci olarak kullanilmakta; bu araglar, siyasi kontrol saglama ve temel
kaynaklara erisim elde etme amacina hizmet etmektedir!. Bu ideolojik olarak yonlendirilen
yerlesimci-somiurgeci projenin dinamikleri, yerli Filistin halkinin topraklarinin, milkiyetinin ve
kaynaklarinin sistematik bicimde el konmasi ve halkin yerinden edilip silinmesine
dayanmaktadir?. israil’in toprak hakimiyeti ve sémiirgeci planlama uygulamalari, 6zellikle isgal
altindaki Bati Seria ve Dogu Kudis’'te belirgindir; burada mekansal kontrol, yerlesim
genislemesi ve arazi tahsisi, hakimiyetin temel araclar olarak kullanilmaktadir. Mimarlik
alanindaki mesleki araglarin, Filistin halkinin haklarini ihlal etmek ve isgali mesrulastirmak igin
kullanildigini fark etmek ve isgal pratiklerini desifre etmek, hem etik hem de ahlaki bir
zorunluluktur. Bu durum, konunun daha derin elestirel analiz ve degerlendirme ile ele
alinmasini gerektirmektedir.

1948 vyilinda israil devleti kuruldugunda, bu durum Filistinliler icin Nakba (felaket) ile
sonuglanmis; Filistinliler, vatanlarinin genis topraklarini kaybetmis ve 700.000’den fazla kisi
yerlerinden edilmistir®. israil isgali, farkli arac ve ydntemlerle yiritiilen saldirilar ve yikimlarin
artmasina yol acmis ve bu sirecler Filistin’in sosyo-mekansal dokusuna derinlemesine niifuz
etmistir. 1967’de israil, Gazze ve Bati Seria’yi isgal etmis ve Dogu Kudiis'ii, icinde Eski Sehir de
olmak Uzere, ilhak etmistir. 1993’te Oslo Baris Anlasmalari’nin ardindan, Filistin Bati Seria’nin
bazi bolgeleri Uzerinde sinirl kontrol elde ederken, Dogu Kudis artik Filistinliler icin bir
metropol merkezi olarak islev gérmemektedir. Filistinliler, evlerini insa ederken ciddi
kisitlamalarla karsi karsiya kalmakta ve bircok kisi dogup buyldukleri yerleri terk etmek
zorunda birakilmaktadir. israil devleti destekli, irksal ayrimciliga dayali (apartheid) planlama
uygulamalari, sehrin kalan Filistinli sakinlerini yerlerinden etme amacini tagimaktadir.

Kontrol noktalari, sinirlamalar ve ayrim duvarinin insasi yoluyla, Kudiis yavas yavas izole
edilmis ve diger Filistin topraklarindan koparilmistir; bu stire¢c zamanla giderek yogunlasmistir.
Bati Seria’da, yasadisi israil yerlesimlerinin siirekli genislemesi gézlemlenmekte olup, bu
yerlesimler ve ayrim duvari, Filistin peyzajini yeniden sekillendirmis ve hareket 6zglirliGgu, arazi
kullanimi ve kaynaklara erisim Uzerinde ciddi kisitlamalar getirmistir. Cok sayida Bedevi koyl
yikilmis ve sakinleri atalarinin topraklarindan zorla ¢ikarilmistir. Bu siirecte, Filistin mekanlarini
yasanmaz hale getirmek ve halkin varligini bulunduklari yerden silmek amaciyla mekén-kirim*
uygulamalari hayata gecirilmektedir.

Bu kosullar altinda, mimarlk isgalin aktif bir araci haline gelmis olup, siyasi ve askeri stratejiler
kadar kritik bir rol Gstlenmektedir. Uluslararasi hukuk tarafindan yasa disi kabul edilen Bati
Seria ve Kudiis'teki yasadisi israil yerlesimlerinin insasi, mimar ve plancilarin katkisi olmadan
mimkiin olamazdi®. Bazi uluslararasi ve israilli mimar ve plancilar, bu siirece bilingli veya
bilingsiz sekilde katilmistir. Mekan-kirim uygulamalarinin bir pargasi olarak, mimarlar ve sehir
plancilari siklikla askeri gulgler, yerlesimciler ve kapitalist emlak gelistiricileri ile is birligi
yaparak Filistin mekanlarini aktif bicimde yeniden sekillendirmekte ve kontrol etmektedir.

Buna ek olarak, 1990’larin basindan itibaren israil makamlari tarafindan uygulanan hareket
kisitlamalari® 2007’de Gazze’ye uygulanan tam ablukayla daha da yogunlasmis ve Gazze
halkinin serbest dolasimi ciddi sekilde engellenmistir. Dahasi, Ekim 2023’ten itibaren Gazze
Seridi, “glivenli bolgeler” olarak belirlenmis alanlar da dahil olmak tizere, tamamen yikima ve
sivillerin kitlesel oldirilmesine, hatta soykirnm eylemlerine’” maruz kalmistir. BM okullari,
yardim dagitim merkezleri, siginaklar, hastaneler, Universite kampdusleri, kitliphaneler,
camiler ve yerlesim bolgeleri kasith olarak yikilmistir. Bugiin Gazze’de yasananlar, tim insanlik
icin ciddi bir sinav niteligindedir; 68.643’ten fazla Filistinli hayatini kaybetmis olup, bunlarin
arasinda 20.179 g¢ocuk ve 10.427 kadin bulunmaktadir®. Nifusun yaklasik %90’ yerinden
edilmistir.

Gazze Savasl, isgal altindaki diger Filistin topraklari (Bati Seria ve Kudis) Uzerindeki
Filistinlilerin yasamlarini da etkilemis; yasadisi yerlesimlerin genislemesi ve Bati Seria’nin
potansiyel ilhak tehdidi nedeniyle baskici kosullar sahada daha belirgin hale gelmistir. Ocak—
Subat 2025’te OCHA tarafindan yapilan hizli bir arastirma, Bati Seria genelinde, Dogu Kudis ve
Hebron’un H2 bélgesi dahil, 3,3 milyon Filistinliyi etkileyen 849 hareket kisitlamasi oldugunu
ortaya koymustur®. Ekonomik ¢okis ve issizlik, insani krizi derinlestirerek, siyasi ve uluslararasi
miidahale olmadan toparlanma sansini neredeyse imkansiz hale getirmektedir. Bu ortamda,
israilli sivil toplum kurulusu Peace Now (Baris Simdi) Hareketi tarafindan yayimlanan rapora
gore, 2023 yilinda Bati Seria’da Yahudi yerlesimciler tarafindan 26 yeni kagak yerlesim birimi
kurulmustur. Kacak yerlesimler, 1996’dan bu yana sirekli artis gostermekte olup, bu sayi yillik
bazda en yiksek seviyeyi temsil etmektedir. Dahasi, E1 Master Plani kapsaminda E1
bélgesinde 3.400 konutluk tartismali bir yerlesim projesine nihai onay verilmistir; bu proje,
Bati Seria’yi Dogu Kuduis’ten fiilen koparacak ve bélgeyi ikiye bolecektir'®. Uluslararasi topluluk
ve Filistin Yonetimi, bu plani yasa disi ve iki devletli ¢6zim umutlarini yok edecek bir adim
olarak nitelendirmektedir.

Bu zorluklara yanit olarak, Filistin’deki sémirgeci mekansal siddetin etkilerini ele almak
amaciyla sivil toplum kuruluslari, STK’lar ve tabandan gelen inisiyatifler de dahil olmak lizere

bircok organizasyon ortaya ¢cikmistir. Bu ¢abalar, Filistin’in somirgesizlestirilmesi icin yeni bir
gelecek tahayyilinin -bir baska deyisle “Umut Mimarhgi”nin- ipuglarini sunmaktadir.

Bu baglamda, yazarlari, isgal altindaki ortamlarda mimarligin direng araci olarak nasil islev
gorebilecegini gosteren vaka calismalarini sunmaya davet ediyoruz. Bu kapsamda, mimarhk
uygulamalari, sosyal tasarim ve kolektif stratejilerin bu baskilara nasil direnebilecegini ve ayni
zamanda umut, hafiza ve topluluk bitinliGgini nasil gliclendirebilecegini arastiran metinlere
yer verilmesi hedeflenmektedir. Umut Mimarhgi bashkli bu eser, yalnizca fiziksel mekanlarin
yeniden insasini degil, ayni zamanda kolektif hafizanin, kimligin ve topluluk bitlinlGgliniin
canlandiriimasini ele almaktadir. Kitap, Filistin’de devam eden isgal pratiklerine yanit olarak
mimarligin, sosyal tasarimin ve kolektif direncin dontstirici potansiyelini vurgulamaktadir.

Bu baglamda arastirmacilari isgal altindaki mekanlarda mimarhk ve mekansal araglarin direng,
dayaniklilik ve doniistiiriicii potansiyelini ele alan, elestirel ve yenilik¢i yaklasimlar 6neren
katkilar sunmaya davet ediyoruz.

Kitap, konuyu dort ana tema cercevesinde ele almayl amacglamaktadir:

1. Mekansal isgalin anatomisi: Bu boéliim, mimarlik ve planlama pratiklerinin Filistin’in insa
edilmis, toplumsal, ekonomik, kiltirel ve dogal cevrelerini onlarca yildir nasil pargalayip
zayiflattigini ve yok ettigini inceleyen calismalara odaklanmaktadir. Bu baglamda (ancak
bunlarla sinirl olmamak tizere) asagidaki konular ele alinabilir:

e Yerlesimci somiurgecilik, ileri karakollar, illegal yerlesimler ve diger tartismali yerlesim
girisimleri (6rn. Bati Seria’da Dogu Kudis'i fiilen ayirmayi ve bolgeyi parcalamayi
hedefleyen tartismali yerlesim projesi olan E-1 Master Plani).

o Filistin topraklarini izole etmeye ve pargalamaya hizmet eden mekansal unsurlar (6rn.
ayrim duvarlari, sinir politikalari, kontrol noktalari ve irk ayrimciligina dayali yollar)

e SOmirge planlamasi ve arazi kullanim araglar araciligiyla uygulanan apartheid
politikalari (6rn. demografik planlama, kamusallastirma yoluyla isgale zemin hazirlama-
kamusallastirma kabusu).

o lIsgal ve sdbmiirgelestirme amaciyla yiiriitilen arkeoloji calismalari (sahte arkeoloji)

e Kiltlrel mirasin tahribati

e Cevreye yonelik zarar verici uygulamalar (cevre-kirim)

e Yerlesimci somirgecilik zemini olarak Gazze savasi (6rn. illegal yerlesimlerin
genisletilmesi, Bati Seria’ya yonelik ilhak kararlari).

e Gazze Savasl sirasinda Bati Seria’daki Filistin yerlesimlerindeki yerlesimci siddeti ve
yerinden etme pratikleri.

e E-1 Master Plani: Bati Seria’da Dogu Kudis'u fiillen ayirmayi ve bolgeyi parcalamayi
hedefleyen tartismali yerlesim projesi. Bu proje, gelecekte kurulacak bir Filistin
devletinin varhgini ve toprak bitinligind ciddi sekilde tehdit etmektedir.



2. Gazze Seridi Dayaniklihgi: Kitabin bu boliimi, Gazze’nin Filistin’in geri kalanindan nasil izole
hale geldigini ve iki yil siiren savasin bolgenin sosyo-mekansal ve kentsel yapisini nasil yeniden
sekillendirdigini anlamaya odaklanmaktadir. Savas, birgcok insanin yerinden edilmesine ve yeni
milteci kamplarinin kurulmasina yol agarken, kentsel yapinin bulyik bir kismi yerle bir
edilmistir. Bu bolimde ayrica, Gazze’nin gelecegine dair bir vizyon sunulmasi ve savas sonrasi
yeniden yapilanma stratejilerinin ele alinmasi planlanmaktadir.

3. Somiirgesizlestirici ve lhya Edici Mekansal Pratikler: Bu eksen, Filistin’deki isgal
uygulamalarina yanit olarak gelistiriimis, sémiurgecilikten arindirici ve ihya edici mekansal
yaklasimlara odaklanmaktadir. Bu baglamda ele alinabilecek ¢alismalar sunlardir:

e Filistinlilerin planlama gabalari ve isgalin etkilerini 5nlemeye veya hafifletmeye yonelik
mekansal uygulamalari

e Savas sonrasl yeniden yapilanma

e Tarihi peyzajin korunmasi ve tarihi dokunun canlandirilmasi

e Duisuk maliyetli, baglama duyarli ve erisilebilir konut ¢oziimleri

e Topluluk dayaniklihigini destekleyen sosyal tasarim ve mimari pratikler
e Katilimci tasarim uygulamalari

e Mekansal teknolojiler ve dijital araglarin isgalin etkilerini yavaslatma veya tersine
cevirme konusundaki roli, potansiyeli ve olanaklari

4. Alternatif Gelecek Tahayyiilleri: Kitabin dérdinci ekseni, Filistin’in mekansal hafizasini,
kimligini ve toplumsal bitlnlGglini glclendirmeyi ve gelecege tasimayl amaglayan, umut
odakh alternatif gelecek senaryolarina odaklanmaktadir. Bu cercevede, Filistin’de mekansal
hafiza, kimlik ve topluluk bitinlGginin korunmasini destekleyen; umut, direnis ve yeniden
insa odakli girisim ve calismalara katkilar davet edilmektedir.

Bu kitap, Filistin’in somurgesizlestiriimesi yoninde mimarligin dénistiiriicii potansiyelini
tartismak, yeniden insa, dayanisma ve umut Uzerine disiinmek isteyen arastirmacilara agik
bir cagridir. Birinci eksen olan “Mekansal isgalin Anatomisi”, literatiirde Filistin’deki mekansal
isgal streclerini analiz eden calismalara paralellik kurarken, ikinci eksen Gazze Seridi 6zelinde
savasin sosyo-kentsel yapiyr donlstirmesini, kitlesel yerinden edilmeleri ve savas sonrasi
yeniden vyapilanma stratejilerini ele almaktadir. Uclincii ve dérdiincii eksenler ise,
somiurgesizlestirici ve ihya edici mekansal pratiklerin incelenmesi ve Filistin’in gelecegine
donidk, umut odakh senaryolarin gelistirilmesi acgisindan literatlirdeki boslugu doldurma
potansiyeline sahiptir.

Ayrica “Umut Mimarhgl” kavraminin kuramsal olarak irdelenmesi ve Filistin’de
gerceklestirilen ya da gerceklestirilebilecek ihya edici pratikler cercevesinde tartisiimasi,
yazarlarin Filistin’in mekansal hafizasi, kimligi ve toplumsal bitlinligline dair yeni ve umut
vadeden perspektifler sunmasini miimkiin kilmaktadir. Bu yaklasim, calismayi literatiire 6zglin
ve etkili bir katki haline getirmektedir.

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’’Without hope we are lost’’
Mahmoud Darwish

In the aftermath of the Gaza war that began in October 2023, it has become
increasingly clear that a comprehensive, globally informed approach to the situation in
Palestine is more urgent than ever. The impact of the war will shape the lives of future
generations, particularly in the realms of post-war reconstruction, social recovery, and the
enduring Palestinian struggle for statehood, justice, and the right to live freely in a liberated
Palestinian state.

This book has emerged as an effort to provide a solid foundation for scholars, researchers, and
all those interested in understanding the “anatomy” of the occupation of Palestine and in
examining the multilayered effects of spatial colonialism. Through the contributions of various
authors, the volume explores the destructive impact of Israel’s settler-colonial project on the
spatial, social, and cultural fabric of Palestine, and discusses how this process permeates
everyday life. Structured around four main axes, the book brings together (1) studies that



examine the anatomy of spatial occupation, (2) research addressing the destruction and
reconstruction processes in the Gaza Strip, (3) contributions discussing de-colonizing and
regenerative spatial practices, and (4) approaches that develop alternative future scenarios
fostering hope, resistance, and the strengthening of collective memory. In this respect, we
seek responses to the following questions: Is architecture in Palestine both a reflection of
exposure to the spatial violence of occupation and a medium with transformative potential —
can it serve as Architecture for Hope? How can Palestinian resistance be translated into
progress?

In occupied Palestine, architecture and urban planning have long been used as instruments of
the occupying state’s settler-colonial policies, aimed at achieving political control and securing
access to key resources’. The dynamics of this ideologically driven settler-colonial project are
based on the systematic appropriation of land, territory, and ownership through the
displacement and erasure of the Indigenous Palestinian population?. Israel’s territorial
domination and colonial planning practices are particularly evident across the occupied West
Bank and East Jerusalem, where spatial control, settlement expansion, and land appropriation
function as key instruments of domination. Recognizing that these professional tools are
employed to violate the legal rights of the Palestinian people and to legitimize military-political
occupation—and exposing such occupation practices— constitutes an ethical and moral
responsibility for the field of architecture, calling for deeper critical engagement and
reflection.

Since 1948, when the Israeli state was established, it has caused the Nakba (the catastrophe)
for Palestinians, who lost vast territories of their homeland, with more than 700,000 people
being displaced?. Israeli occupation increased attacks and demolitions who carried out these
actions through various tools and methods, have permeated the socio-spatial fabric of
Palestine in multiple ways. After Israel occupied Gaza and the West Bank in 1967, it annexed
East Jerusalem, including the Old City. Following the Oslo Peace Accords in 1993, Palestine
gained limited control over parts of the West Bank, while East Jerusalem ceased to function
as a metropolitan center for Palestinians. Palestinians face severe restrictions when
constructing their homes, forcing many to leave the places where they were born and raised.
Israeli state-supported planning practices based on racial segregation (apartheid) aim to
displace the remaining Palestinian residents of the city.

Through the construction of checkpoints, enclosures, and the separation wall, Jerusalem has
been gradually isolated and detached from the rest of the Palestinian territories, a process
that has become increasingly intensified over time. The West Bank has experienced the
continuous expansion of illegal Israeli settlements, which, together with the wall, have
reshaped the Palestinian landscape and imposed severe restrictions on mobility, land use, and
access to resources. Numerous Bedouin villages have been bulldozed, and their inhabitants

forcibly removed from ancestral lands. In this process, practices of spatio-cide* are
implemented to render Palestinian spaces uninhabitable and to erase their presence from the
landscape.

Under these conditions, architecture has become an active instrument of occupation, as
significant and influential as political and military strategies. The construction of illegal Israeli
settlements in the West Bank and Jerusalem—considered illegal under international law—
would not have been possible without the involvement of architects and planners®. Some
international and Israeli architects and planners have participated in this process, knowingly
or unknowingly. As part of spatio-cide practices, architects and urban planners often
collaborate with military forces, settlers, and capitalist real estate developers, actively
reshaping and controlling Palestinian spaces.

Further on, movement restrictions imposed by the Israeli authorities since the early 1990s°®
were intensified and a total siege of Gaza began in 2007, severely restricting the free
movement of Gazans. Moreover, since October 2023, the Gaza strip has been subjected to
total destruction and mass killings of civilians, including acts of genocide’, even in areas
designated as “safe zones”. UN schools, aid distribution centers, shelters, hospitals, university
campuses, libraries, mosques, and residential neighborhoods, have been deliberately
demolished. Today, Gaza stands as a challenge to all of humanity, with more than 68.643
Palestinian fatalities, including 20.179 children and 10.427 women®. Nearly 90% of the
population is displaced.

The Gaza war consequently affected the lives of Palestinians across the rest of the occupied
Palestinian territories (West Bank and Jerusalem) as well, with oppressive conditions
becoming even more evident on the ground due to illegal settlement expansions and the
constant threat of the potential annexation of the West Bank. Between January and February
2025, an OCHA survey recorded 849 movement obstacles affecting 3.3 million Palestinians
across the West Bank, including East Jerusalem and Hebron’s H2 area®. Economic collapse and
unemployment are intensifying the humanitarian crisis, leaving little chance of recovery
without political and international intervention. In this context, the Israeli NGO Peace Now
reported that 26 new unauthorized settlements were established in the West Bank in 2023,
marking the highest annual number since 1996. Furthermore, Israel has given final approval
for a controversial settlement project under the E1 Master Plan, which would involve the
construction of 3,400 housing units in the E1 area, effectively cutting off the West Bank from
East Jerusalem and dividing the territory!°. The international community and the Palestinian

Authority have condemned the project as illegal and a step that would undermine prospects
for a two-state solution.

In response to these challenges, many organizations—including NGOs, civil society groups,
and grassroots initiatives—have emerged to address the impacts of colonial spatial violence
in Palestine. These efforts offer insights into a new future for the de-colonization of Palestine,
which can be understood as “Architecture for Hope.”

In this context, we invite authors to present case studies that illustrate how architecture can
serve as a means of resilience in environments under occupation. Contributions may explore
how architectural practice, social design, and collective strategies can resist these pressures
and foster hope and community cohesion. The volume Architecture for Hope addresses not
only the reconstruction of physical spaces but also the revitalization of collective memory,
identity, and social cohesion. It highlights the transformative potential of architecture, social
design, and collective resistance in responding to ongoing occupation practices in Palestine.

In this context, we invite researchers to submit contributions that explore the resilience and
transformative potential of architecture and spatial tools in occupied spaces, offering critical
and novel approaches.

The book aims to address the topic through four main thematic axes:

1. The Anatomy of Spatial Occupation: This section focuses on studies examining how
architectural and planning practices have, for decades, fragmented, weakened, and destroyed
Palestine’s built, social, economic, cultural, and natural environments. The following topics
are suggested, though not limited to these:

o Settler colonialism, outposts, illegal settlements, and other controversial settlement
initiatives, such as the E-1 Master Plan in the West Bank, which aims to fragment East
Jerusalem and threaten the viability of a future Palestinian state.

e Spatial elements serving to isolate and fragment Palestinian territories (e.g.,
separation walls, border policies, checkpoints, and racially segregated roads).

e Apartheid policies implemented through colonial planning and land-use instruments
(e.g., demographic planning, preparing the ground for occupation through
“publicization” — “the nightmare of publicization”).

e Archaeological practices conducted for purposes of occupation and colonization
(“pseudo-archaeology”).

e The destruction of cultural heritage.
e Ecocide practices targeting the environment.

e Gaza war as a ground for settler colonialism (e.g., expansion of illegal settlements,
annexation decisions concerning the West Bank)

e Settler violence and displacement practices in West Bank Palestinian communities
during the Gaza War.

2. Gaza Strip Resilience: This section of the book focuses on understanding how Gaza became
isolated from the rest of Palestine and how the two-year war reshaped its socio-urban fabric,



forcing the displacement of many people and leading to the establishment of new refugee
camps while much of the urban fabric was razed to the ground. It also offers a vision for the
future of Gaza, including strategies for post-war reconstruction.

3. De-colonizing and Regenerative Spatial Practices: This axis focuses on de-colonizing and
reconstructive spatial approaches developed in response to occupation practices in Palestine.
Relevant studies may include:

e Planning efforts of Palestinians and spatial activities that prevent or mitigate the
effects of occupation

e Planning in Palestine

e Post-war reconstruction

e Historical landscape preservation and revitalization of historic fabric revitalization

¢ Low-cost and context-sensitive housing solutions

e Social design and architectural interventions supporting community resilience

o Participatory spatial practices

¢ The role, potential, and affordances of spatial technologies and digital tools in slowing
down or counteracting the impacts of occupation

4. Alternative Futures: The fourth axis of the book focuses on alternative future scenarios
that foster hope, aiming to strengthen and sustain Palestine’s spatial memory, identity, and
social cohesion. Contributions are invited that explore initiatives fostering hope, resistance,
and reconstruction while supporting the preservation of spatial memory, identity, and
community integrity in Palestine.

This book constitutes an open call for researchers interested in discussing the transformative
potential of architecture for the de-colonization of Palestine, as well as reflecting on
reconstruction, solidarity, and hope. The first axis, The Anatomy of Spatial Occupation,
parallels numerous studies in the literature analyzing the processes of spatial occupation in
Palestine. The second axis focuses on the resilience and reconstruction of the Gaza Strip,
addressing the socio-urban transformations, displacement, and post-war rebuilding
strategies.

The third and fourth axes examine de-colonizing and regenerative spatial practices and
explore future-oriented, hope-centered scenarios for Palestine, filling a significant gap in the
existing literature. Furthermore, the theoretical exploration of “Architecture for Hope” and
its discussion in relation to implemented or potential regenerative practices allows authors to
offer new, hopeful perspectives on Palestine’s spatial memory, identity, and social cohesion.
In this way, contributions will provide an original scholarly value while opening opportunities
for envisioning solutions that foster hope for Palestine’s future.
