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Filistin, yirminci ylizyilin ortasindan glinlimiize uzanan siirecte diinyanin en uzun siireli ve
cok katmanli ¢catisma bolgelerinden biri haline gelmistir. 1948 Filistin gocii ile baglayan
zorunlu yerinden edilmeler, pargali yonetim yapilari ve toprak kayiplari, Filistin’de mekan
iiretiminin kaderini belirleyen ilk biiyiik kirilmayr olusturmustur. Takip eden savaslar,
kusatmalar, yerlesim politikalari, giivenlik duvarlar1 ve hareket kisitlamalari; kentleri,

altyapiyi, tarim alanlarin1 ve kamusal mekanlari geri doniisii zor bigimde doniistiirmiistiir.

Son donemde 6zellikle Gazze’de yasanan agir yikim, konut stokunun biiyiik 6l¢iide tahrip
olmasina, elektrik-su-saglik altyapisinin ¢okmesine ve niifusun temel yasam kosullarina
erisemez hale gelmesine yol agmistir. Halk sagligi riskleri, ¢evresel yikim, zorunlu gog ve
barmma krizinin birlesik etkisi, Filistin’de mekanin sadece fiziksel degil, ayn1 zamanda

toplumsal ve duygusal bir miicadele alan1 oldugunu gostermektedir.

Bu durum, mimarlik, sehircilik, peyzaj mimarligi ve halk saghg: disiplinlerinin Filistin
baglaminda yalnizca teknik alanlar olmaktan ¢ikarak yasami koruma, adaleti tesis etme ve
dayaniklilig1 yeniden kurma ¢abasinin asli unsurlari haline gelmesine yol agmistir. Filistin
bugiin, mekanin hem siddetle kontrol edildigi hem de topluluklar tarafindan direngle ve

yaraticilikla yeniden tiretildigi benzersiz bir cografya niteligindedir.

Bu kitap, Filistin’in ¢ok katmanli mekansal gergekligini anlamaya ve bu cografyanin

tirettigi direncin bilimsel olarak belgelenmesine katki sunmay1 amaglamaktadir.

Kitap calismasinin amaglarini; Filistin’de mekéan {iretiminin politik, tarihsel ve toplumsal
baglamlarim1 disiplinler arasi bir perspektifle ele almak, Mimarlik, sehircilik, kentsel

tasarim ve peyzaj mimarlig1 disiplinlerinin ¢atisma, yerinden edilme, ¢evresel kriz ve



dayaniklilik stiregleriyle iligkisini tartismak, Halk saglig1 perspektifinden barinma, altyapi,
yasam kalitesi ve glivenlik gibi kritik konular1 goriintir kilmak, Filistin 6rneginden yola
cikarak mekansal adalet ve hak temelli planlama anlayisina katki saglamak

olusturmaktadir.
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Palestine has become one of the world’s longest-standing and most multilayered conflict
zones, from the mid-20th century to the present. The forced displacements that began with
the 1948 Palestinian exodus, along with fragmented governance structures and territorial
losses, constituted the first major rupture shaping the trajectory of spatial production in
Palestine. Subsequent wars, blockades, settlement policies, security walls, and movement
restrictions have transformed cities, infrastructure, agricultural lands, and public spaces in

ways that are difficult to reverse.

In recent years, the severe destruction particularly witnessed in Gaza has resulted in the
large-scale devastation of the housing stock, the collapse of electricity, water, and health
infrastructures, and the near-impossibility of meeting basic living conditions. The
combined effects of public health risks, environmental degradation, forced migration, and
housing crises reveal that space in Palestine functions not only as a physical entity but also
as a site of social and emotional struggle.

Under these circumstances, the disciplines of architecture, urban planning, landscape
architecture, and public health have moved beyond their conventional technical roles and
become essential fields through which life is protected, justice is pursued, and resilience is
reconstructed. Today, Palestine stands as a unique geography where space is
simultaneously controlled through violence and continually reshaped by communities with

resistance and creativity.

This book aims to contribute to understanding Palestine’s multilayered spatial reality and

to documenting the forms of resilience emerging within this geography.



The objectives of this publication are to:

» Examine the political, historical, and social contexts of spatial production in Palestine

from an interdisciplinary perspective;

* Discuss how architecture, urban planning, urban design, and landscape architecture

intersect with conflict, displacement, environmental crises, and resilience;

* Highlight critical issues such as housing, infrastructure, quality of life, and safety from a

public health standpoint;

» Contribute to the discourse on spatial justice and rights-based planning through the case

of Palestine.
